4. Binary objects reference code in the 

Common.dll.  The Common.dll does not 

reference any other object.

3. DataAccess calls into the data stores or 

data providers.  Data is handed to the 

BusinessProcess.dll for application of 

business logic.

Actor: Activities coming from outside the program that 

stimulate the program to perform

Data Provider: usually a 

relational database or a 

web service.

Common.dll holds:

A. Data Entities

B. Interfaces

C. Enums

DataAccess.dll calls the 

data provider, places data 

into a data entity (class 

definition is in the 

common.dll) and hands 

the data to to 

BusinessProcess.dll for 

application of business 

logic

1. Outward facing portion of the program.  Program can only reference code 

in Common.dll and BusinessProcess.dll.  If a user interface, it is responsible 

for formatting the data for visual presentation. (Visual formatting not 

performed in database or in BusinessProcess.dll)
